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Winter is the season when the majority of the landscape is dormant and there 
can be a reduction in its aesthetic appeal. One way to create more interest in 
the winter landscape is through the addition of trees which have unique bark 
characteristics. Some tree species differentiate themselves by having bark 
with unique color, texture or condition. 
 
River Birch is a native tree that is found in low bottomland areas of the 
south east. The defining characteristics of the River Birch is the rough 
shaggy bark that exfoliates and naturally comes off in sheets. River Birch is 
a good choice for this area as it does not have the numerous pest problems 
that affect the white barked Birches. One factor to keep in mind when   
planting a River Birch is that they can become fairly large, so keep them an 
appropriate distance away from buildings and other structures. 
 
Crape Myrtle is a small to medium sized ornamental tree that has             
become extremely popular in this area. The bark on Crape Myrtles can range 
from a mottled and smooth appearance to a rough and exfoliating             
appearance. Usually, the older and larger sections of the tree tend to         
exfoliate more. Crape Myrtle is native to temperate regions of Asia, so when 
planted in this area it should be protected from harsh winter weather if    
possible. 
 
Yellowwood is a medium sized native flowering tree that is somewhat rare 
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trees there are sometimes slight ripples underneath the surface that can    
create interesting patterns.  
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
